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THE MODERNIST CULTURE

Here follows a slideshow on the MODERNIS CULTURE. It results from the collection and adaptation of the material I have been giving my students over the past 3 academic years, suitable for CLIL or cross-curricular activities too.

TARGET: 5th year high school students

PREREQUISITES: knowledge of the historical background of World War I and the interwar years

LESSON PLAN: 1 module (slides 1-7: the modernist culture)



2 modules for the whole presentations (slides 1-11 the modernist culture -  Modernism in fiction – modernism and the city).

AIM: to give an introduction to the modernist ‘zeitgeist ‘ (= spirit of the age)


To provide some prompts for cross-curricular work or ’tesina ES’.

APPLICATION: The slideshow can be used before studying the related contents on the textbooks,

or

after, as a RE-CAP activity.

CLIL: The lesson can be complimented with the analysis of the paintings the slideshow contains, or other significant paintings of the time.

AS a matter of fact, by the time I show my students this slideshow, they are already familiar with GUERNICA by P. Picasso, which we usually analyze while studying the Spanish Civil War.
